Technical Requirements

NBDT was created to allow performances in all possible locations.

With this in mind the company is extremely flexible in its technical specifications.  NBDT consists of 7-10 dancers, Artistic Director and Technical Director.

The company travels with costumes and recorded music accompaniment.  We ask the presenter to provide the performance space with whatever masking is appropriate, lighting and a sound system.  The performance area must have a surface suitable for bare-footed dancing, and nearby space to be used for dressing rooms.

The performance area must be clean and free of any obstructions such as pianos, music stands, scenery, etc.

The following specifications for stage, lights, props, and crew will certainly enhance the overall production quality but are not requirements:

Stage:

· 40 ft. wide x 30 ft. deep – PREFERRED

· 25 ft. wide x 25 ft. deep - MINIMUM

Ideal Lighting:

· Computer controlled system with 48 dimmers minimum.

· Two frontlight washes, two colors-one warm tint and one cool tint. The ability to isolate is ideal, but full stage washes are acceptable. 

· Two toplight washes covering full dance area-comprised of either fresnels or appropriate flood lights, two colors, medium saturation- one blue hue and one red hue. Should be broken up into downstage, midstage, and upstage areas.

· Units to light cyc, three colors- true red, green, and blue. Include ground row if appropriate for the space.

· Nine downlight specials, one each- DRC, DC, DLC, RC, CC, LC, URC, UC, ULC, likely 26° instruments. These specials need to be spiked at their centers, please. No color.

· Booms for side lighting as appropriate to the space. Preferred one boom per leg. Booms consist of one shin light (36˚ instrument), one mid (26˚), one head high (26˚) all on sidearms, preferred. Each unit should be separately circuited. Color will be provided by NBDT.

· One full stage template wash as appropriate to the space. The templates should be a medium to large break-up pattern. Soft break-up or leaves preferred (like Apollo 1000 “leaves”) to sharp break-up. Focus should be fuzzed to still get some definition of the pattern, but not sharp. No color.

· Curtain warmers appropriate to the space and curtain color.

· Not required but preferred: One front light template wash with the same or similar pattern to the above template wash. This wash should be cross focused, if possible from a box boom position. When curtain is open these should wash on the legs. 

· Note: any other lighting that may be part of a house hang is a welcome addition and does not have to be removed unless it impedes on the above. Please have a tech table with lights and headset ready in the house for tech, as appropriate to the show.

Ideal Sound:

· Stereo amplification and speakers sufficient for the house, stage monitors, and mixing console with CD and cassette decks. Communications system (headsets) for sound and light ops, stage manager, rail, and backstage, as required per show. One microphone for preshow announcement or appropriate prerecorded announcement re: turn cell phones off, etc. (A wireless mic at the tech table is great help at technical rehearsals, but not absolutely necessary.)

Work Schedule & Crew:

· The performance space, dressing rooms and adjacent areas must be scheduled for uninterrupted use by the Company by 8:00 AM on the morning of each performance.  

· The exact size of the crew will be determined between NBDT and your Technical Director before load-in.  Plan a running crew (1) light board operator, (1) sound operator, (1) curtain/fly operator, (2) stagehands

Dressing Rooms

· Two separate dressing rooms with counters and mirror space for 3 men and 7 women.  Dressing rooms should have sinks, toilets, and showers.

· 2 – 3 costume racks will be required:  1 – 2 for women’s dressing room(s); 1 for men’s dressing room

· The dressing room area should be cleaned and set-up prior to Company’s arrival.

Backstage

· Crossover – free from obstacles

Hospitality

· If possible bottled water (non-carbonated), fruit juices, soda and coffee/tea with cups can be provided for 10 people.  A pitcher of water and cups are helpful on each side of the stage during performances.  Light refreshments will also be welcome, things like nuts, fresh fruit, cheese & crackers, and snack food are wonderful for company morale.

· If company is doing a morning show, hospitality for breakfast would be appreciated – bagels, muffins, cream cheese, butter, pastries, fruit, yogurt, water, juice, decaf coffee, regular coffee, tea, low fat milk, etc.  Confirm arrival time with Company Director.

· If Company is performing both an evening show and a morning show appropriate hospitality for both shows would be appreciated.

Load-In

· Load-in should be scheduled for 12 hours prior to the performance (day before for matinee.)  This assumes that the company light plot has been hung and rung out prior to load in.  Sound Check/Technical Rehearsal of no more than 5 hours in length to be completed 2 hours prior to performance.  All performance running personnel must be present.

· The Peformers usually arrive at the theatre approximately 1 PM for an 8 PM evening performance, and will need the stage for rehearsal from 2 PM to 6 PM.

Concessions

· The company sometimes sells T-shirts, CD’s and related small items during the intermission and before and after the show if the Presenting Organization provides the facility and sales personnel.  Please let us know your concession terms.

Other

· Parking – Depending on the local travel arrangements made by the Presenting Organization, parking for several vehicles, including an extra-long van may be required.
